Features of the ORACLE System

Among the attributes of the Oracle system are four basic modules and two ancillary programs described below:

Accounts Receivable:  Users have the capability to create, access, search for and view invoices.  Users can create, modify, format, and confirm payment batches.  Users can also set up and maintain the Accounts Receivable module and supplier information.

Accounts Payable:  Users have the capability to create, access, search for and view invoices.  Users can create, modify, format, and confirm payment batches.  Users can also set up and maintain the Accounts Payable module and supplier information.

General Ledger:  Users have the capability to search for and view budgetary information, enter budgetary journals and post journals.  Users also have the capability to set up and maintain the General Ledger module and transaction codes.

Fixed Assets:  Users have the capability to track leased, loaned, and consigned items from acquisition through return to periodic asset maintenance.

Discoverer:  This is an on-line application tool (OLAP) that assists users to develop queries for extracting information from the ORACLE database to prepare non-standard, ad hoc reports.  
Financial Analyzer:  This is another database that, when used in conjunction with the underlying ORACLE FMS information, enables the user to enter varied assumptions and observe the impact of these assumptions on projected outcomes.  A common application is planning and budgeting, where a course of action is often selected after observing the projected outcomes of alternative scenarios.  This system will not be initially available to all SFA-FMS users. 

Application Desktop Integrator (ADI):  This provides the capability to download and upload the ORACLE FMS from an excel file.  It is anticipated that it will be used most extensively by persons interacting with the SFA-FMS General Ledger on a daily basis.
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
