Decision Record:  

· Harry Feely introduced and reviewed the Decision Record from the 01/16/02 Quarterly IRB Meeting.  

FSA IT Portfolio:

Steve Hawald introduced and reviewed the FSA IT Portfolio for FY02, FY03, and FY04.

· FY02 Final:  The total approved funds for FY02 was $56.554 million.

· FY03:  The total projected funds request for FY03 will be $59.4 million.

· FY04:  The total projected funds request for FY04 will be $59.2 million

Follow-up and Other Items:  

· e-CDR Notification Business Case Update:  Patricia Trubia requested that the IRB approve the use of FY02 operations funds in the amount of $458,000 for development of an electronic delivery solution for Cohort Default Rate Notification.  e-CDR will be an implementation of the Department’s Government Paperwork Elimination Act (GPEA), and will save approximately $500,000 per year in reduced paper and postage costs.  Funding will come from Schools Channel FY02 Operating Funds.  Currently, Kay Jacks has identified $300,000 in FY02 funds to allocate to the project.  Jim Lynch recommended that the project team work with the FSA CFO budget group to ensure funding.  

· Information Management Working Group (IMWG):  Denise Hill provided the IRB with an update on FSA’s participation and contributions in the Department’s IMWG, including assisting in establishing standards for common data elements and sharing lessons learned, strategy, and products from the FSA Consistent Data project.

· Enterprise Architecture:  Denise Hill provided the IRB with an update of FSA’s cooperation with the Department in creating an Enterprise Architecture framework.
