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Trying to Find Services?  CIO Has New Quick-Finder

ED/OCIO Limiting Your Mailbox to 1 MB on April first
Starting Apr 2nd, ED/OCIO will start enforcing a 100 MB e-mailbox limit.  It’s not an April Fool’s joke.  It’s time to pay the piper for proliferating pronouncements. 

The new 100 MB limit is twice last summer's temporary 50 MB limit because ED/OCIO expanded storage space.  Now, they can’t add any more storage, and we’re using up available storage fast.  A limit has to be enforced, and size is the only limit that can be enforced uniformly and fairly.  This is limit is pretty big: for most folks, 100 MB of email equates to six months of e-mail. 

Daily Warning About Impending Cut in Service
Folks will get a daily warning once they hit 90 MB.  When a person reaches 100 MB of live Outlook storage, they will not be able to send emails. Yes, they will still be able to receive emails despite the limit.  

People whose direct business responsibilities require an Outlook mail box larger than allowed will be encouraged to apply for an exception to the limit.  ED/OCIO will grant business exceptions as needed as long as the list is not too long (but “too long” isn’t defined.)
