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Enterprise Application Integration (EAI) Team Supports COD 
We’re Live !!!  COD and EAI this is !!!  The COD System uses the EAI bus to communicate with other FSA systems, which include the Central Processing System (CPS), the National Student Loan Data System (NSLDS), the Direct Loan Servicing System (DLSS), Financial Management System (FMS), Post-Secondary Education Participant System (PEPS), the Student Aid Interface Gateway (SAIG) and the electronic promissory note (LO Web).  We have provided development and support to the COD system.  We validated the EAI interfaces with thorough testing.  This critical element ensures data is transported among the many systems involved in the financial aid process.

Enterprise Configuration Management (ECM) Pilot
We are piloting an Enterprise Configuration Management (ECM) tool using Rational ClearQuest.  The 8-week pilot supports the Enterprise Application Integration (EAI) and Integrated Technical Architecture (ITA) projects.  The tool provides a collaborative online workspace for users to manage Change Requests (CRs) between FSA’s Application Teams and the VDC in a coordinated way.  The Tool was designed to be compatible with the existing VDC change request process and can provide FSA Stakeholders with an executive level report of all CR activity between Application Teams and the VDC. The pilot outcome is to provide an executive level report of participant feedback and additional tool requirements.  The long-term goal is to utilize the tool to manage CRs across the FSA Enterprise.

Pilot Participants have been provided orientation to the tool and the ECM Process. To date, 34 change requests (CR) are being managed by the tool and represent a combination of development and production ITA and EAI CRs. 

The mid-point review was conducted on April 25, 2002 and the final review is scheduled for May 17, 2002.  This pilot is a collaborative effort between FSA CIO, Accenture and CSC.
