DA-508: can’t change your production systems after June 25.

Yes, that’s right.  After June 25, our major production systems will not be able to change any part of their code that connects to the EDLAN, unless the system is DA-508 compliant.  Some of ours aren’t compliant, so we won’t be permitted to make changes.   SFA production system owners have not provided information needed to assertively state our case.  

Justice Department met last night about their 508 position.  ED OGC and OCIO are split on their opinion about the preferred ED position, and are drafting a white paper now for Secretary Paige to make his policy decision.  Exceptions for SFA systems are not being issued…so we need to plan for system changes.
