OIG says we have a great Enterprise Architecture!!!    FSA participated in an Exit Conference for the Review of the Department’s and FSA's Enterprise Architecture.  On a scale of 1 to 5 (5 being the highest), the OIG determined FSA is functioning at a level 4 in many areas!!

GAO previously rated all federal agencies on a scale from 1 to 5 on the maturity of the Enterprise Architecture and compliance with Clinger-Cohen mandates.  Most Federal agencies scored a 2 for having a plan to develop an architecture, which includes a defined Investment Review process.

Let’s not stop here… Improvements are always possible….
