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SFA Web Development goes Modular! 

CIO and the Modernization Partner successfully completed Phase 2 of the Enterprise Portal Strategy. Seven 'portlets', or reusable modules were developed - they are: Login, Registration, Personalization, Search, Calendar, Feedback and Headlines. These portlets were tested with the Schools Portal and will be added to the CIO's Reusable Common Services directory.

What does this mean to SFA & CIO? Briefly it means that the organization now has a directory of modular software components that can be re-used by other Web development projects, such as the Students and Financial Partners Portals. What's the benefit? Well, this should lead to reduced software development and maintenance costs as future SFA portals are created. Reducing the software development costs will have a direct impact on one of the PBO's guiding principles - reducing unit costs!
