Crisis Management Support:  FSA created two teams to address concerns with Homeland Security “high alert”, “Orange” status.  The first team will review current procedures / processes and enhance them if required.  Some areas that likely need attention include confirmation of the telephone tree and the purchase of limited supplies for UCP.  The second team is a crisis management team that will coordinate an emergency response within FSA as well as with other organizations in the Department in the event it becomes necessary. Federal Enterprise Architecture:  Office of Management and Budget forwarded the Federal Enterprise Architecture to the Department for comment.  The document includes the Component Reference Model and the Technical Reference Model.  The architecture-working group is collaboratively preparing a Department-wide response. Private Key Infrastructure (PKI):  On February 19, FSA CIO participated with the Department’s Office of Management and Contracts / Procurement to clarify information from a General Accounting Office (GAO) inquiry.  This is in response to the House Committee on Government Reform request for GAO to conduct a review of the federal e-authentication gateway initiative and federal public key infrastructure activities.  The formal response is due to GAO on February 26.  Contact:  Harry Feely 202-377-3777
Electronic Cohort Default Rates (eCDR):  Electronic Cohort Default Rates was implemented for the first time the weekend of February 15.  Over 8,400 notification letters and loan record detail reports were transmitted to over 2,700 schools that had voluntarily signed up for eCDR.  This enhancement offers a large savings to the Department since these items were previously printed and mailed.  The process was error free and was a huge success.  This accomplishment required tight integration and collaboration from 3 FSA systems (PEPS, NSLDS, and SAIG) and 4 contractors.  All schools will be required to use eCDR in August.
