Certification Review:  A draft statement of work was completed for a Certification Review Group (CRG) to perform Certification and Accreditation of four Tier 3 and Tier 4 systems as well as six Tier 2 systems in the Department by September 30.  An additional 15 Tier 3 and Tier 4 systems will be Certified and Accredited by December 30, 2003.  The Department plans to submit the SOW to a sub-agency in the Department of Defense and request a bid to perform the work.  If the sub-agency task is not consummated, public bids from commensurate sources will be sought.  FSA is working as a joint partner with ED OCIO to meet the objective.
