Students.gov Website Usage:  In April 2003, students.gov had its busiest month ever, with an upward trend in site usage.  The site received 149,241 visits in April (over 7 million hits) -- 70% higher than April, 2002, and up 21% from last month's level.  In April, visitors spent an average of 12 minutes on the site and looked at seven pages.  Five percent of those visitors were from international locations.  As finals approach and summer vacation nears, site traffic is expected to be lower for May and June.  Traffic will likely climb again late summer.

In the first four months of 2003, students.gov has almost half the number of visitors it did in all of 2002.  Last year was a banner year for students.gov, with dramatic increases in site traffic, and the trend is continuing as more students discover and use students.gov.
