E-Gov/eLoans:  eLoans: On June 8, the eLoans team held a follow-up conference call with OMB and HUD staff to discuss OMB’s privacy/security concerns.  OMB suggested several best practices for HUD to consider as part of its market survey of possible authentication tools.

eLoans is developing a baseline change request for its cost workbook as part of ED’s Capital Planning and Investment Control Process.  Based on discussions and recommendations, the change request will be submitted after June 18. E-Gov: E-Authentication:  The Federal E-Authentication initiative issued a government-wide "data call" on May 28 for information on systems considered "major" under the Federal Information Security Management Act (FISMA).  Information such as system URL, authentication type, and general system descriptions are being requested for 77 systems across the Department (17 at FSA).  The E-Authentication Project Management Office GSA requests the data call be completed by July 22, 2004.  Risk assessment for systems classified as "major" is due by December 15, 2004.  Risk assessments for all systems are due by September 15, 2005.
