National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST):

FSA provided justification with NIST backing to complete a risk assessment for Conditional Disability Discharge Tracking System (CDDTS) as part of the system's certification review.  The Department reiterated the importance of following a standardized process for completing risk assessments first and then completing a Certification review with a higher degree of confidence.   FSA gave the risk assessment plan to ED/OCIO for inclusion the Department's FISMA quarterly report.
