E-Gov/eLoans:

GovLoans.gov:  As part of GovLoans.gov outreach, a link was secured on FirstGov and requests for links from other government and non-government web sites began.  The GovLoans team is continuing to work with the FSA Communications and ED’s Office of Public Affairs to coordinate a GovLoans.gov launch event and other types of media outreach. EZ Audit – Digital Signature Guidance:  On June 10, representatives from the Applications School Eligibility and Delivery Services (ASEDS), FSA CIO, and OIG met to discuss an EZ Audit request for guidance to accept Adobe Acrobat files signed using a digital signature (Public Key Info Structure; PKI).   A decision was made for EZ-Audit to reject PKI digital signatures and FSA will post a notice on the Information for Financial Aid Professionals (IFAP) website.  Representatives formed a working group to determine options for technologically and legally accepting digital signatures in the future. E-Gov: E-Authentication:  The ED E-Authentication team met with FSA CIO representatives on June 10, to coordinate the FSA response to the Federal E-Authentication initiative’s government-wide "data call" on systems considered "major" under the Federal Information Security Management Act (FISMA).  The GSA E-Authentication Project Management Office requested the data call be completed by July 22.
