E-Gov/GovBenefits/ eLoans:

A memo of understanding (MOU) and interagency agreement with Department of Labor has been developed to support GovBenefits.  Budget and the Office of Management have signed off on the package.  We expect concurrence on the package from Glenn Perry by June 21.  After acceptance from Contracts, the agreement will be forwarded to Department of Labor for signature. OIG Audit:

FSA met with OIG to discuss an audit on contractor security clearances procedures.  The bulk of the work is taking place in the Office of Management and they are interviewing other organizations responsible for contractor security clearances. Disaster Recovery Practices;

FSA met with Catherine Mozer Connor from the OIG to discuss the July 2002 audit for contingency and disaster recovery practices.  A formal report was never submitted for 2002 findings and she is now following-up to identify changes or updates to our Disaster Recovery practices so the report can be finalized.  Additional follow-up interviews will be conducted next week. Virtual Data Center (VDC): 

FSA met with CSC and OIG to discuss the OIG audit results for the VDC.  Mike Bowman from the OIG provided information concerning their findings.  OIG stated all but one finding came from internal weaknesses and agreed it would be difficult for a threat to take advantage of the identified weaknesses.  They stated several items were significant and will be identified in an action memo to which FSA will provide a formal response.  It should be noted that CSC is taking a proactive approach to the findings and have already completed several corrective actions. Contact: Bob Ingwalson 202-377-3563
