This  broke last month’s all-time record by more than 100,000 visits.   June traffic represents a 

300% increase from June 2002 and a 57% increase from last month.  The number of June

visits is due to AOL GovernmentGuide continuing to feature students.gov prominently in its

student section.  Prior to June, around 30% of our visitors came from AOL, but starting in the

last week of May, the percentage jumped to 60%.
