Student Survey:  A survey of FSA’s summer interns was completed to get opinions and impressions of students.gov’s content, navigation, and other features.  Preliminary indications show students find little difference between government and commercial sites, few suggestions for site improvement exist among students, and most students like students.gov enough to return to it or at least have a positive first experience.
