E-Gov/E-Authentication:  ED/OCIO and FSA responded to an E-Authentication request for a government-wide "data call" from systems classified as "major" under the quarterly Federal Information Security Management Act (FISMA) Plan of Action and Milestones (POA&M).  Information such as system URL, authentication credential type, authentication security products used and general system descriptions were requested for 76 systems across the Department.
