Enterprise Application Integration (EAI): 

The Enterprise Application Integration (EAI) team completed a connectivity test for the Common Origination and Disbursement  (COD) system interface to the National Student Loan Data System (NSLDS) during the week of July 19.  The interface will provide NSLDS with daily updates of Pell Grant disbursements to students from COD.   The connectivity test validated information could be transported from COD to NSLDS and back. Electronic Signatures for Perkins Promissory Notes:   

FSA worked with the Coalition of Higher Education Assistance Organizations (COHEAO) to help schools by developing a web-based electronic version of the current Perkins promissory notes.
