Security & Privacy:  FSA and ED CIO determined the status of all IT systems in response to a critical IT vulnerability and threat, an Internet worm called “Blaster.”  FSA required reports from six IT system security officers and the contractors maintaining the systems involved. Students.gov Interagency Website:  InfoSource:  As of August 18, 12,210 people are subscribed to Students.gov “InfoSource.” This is a subscription service that highlights the features of students.gov.  The September edition will be mailed on August 26th.  GSA’s FirstGov website, through which InfoSource is routed, now includes 45 other cross-agency portal newsletters. Students.gov Website Usage:  Weekly:  Students.gov received 79,127 visits (1.9 million hits) during the week of August 10-16, 2003.  Visitors spent an average of seven minutes on the site and looked at 3.5 pages while they were there.
