E-Gov/eLoans:  GovLoans.gov:  The GovLoans team is continuing to prepare for the transfer of GovLoans ownership to DOL/GovBenefits on September 30, 2004.  We are working with OMB and DOL to finalize a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA), which will be signed by Bill Leidinger (ED) and Pat Pizzella (DOL). Students.gov:  Weekly Activity: Students.gov received 63,482 visits (1.6 million hits) during the week of August 15-August 21, 2004 – more than 9,000 visitors/day.  Visitors spent an average of nine minutes on the site, looked at 2.5 pages while they were there, and over 60% of them came from the AOL domain.  

InfoSource:  As of August 23, 15,560 people are subscribed to Students.gov “InfoSource”, a subscription service that highlights the features of students.gov.  This represents an increase of 66 subscribers since the previous week.  The September edition of InfoSource will be sent to list subscribers on August 30th.   Subscriptions to InfoSource are routed through FirstGov's common subscription service, which includes 45 other cross-agency portal newsletters and has generated more than 1,078,881 subscriptions to government publications so far.
