On September 9, 2004, the FSA EA team provided the Department of Education with a CD containing the Department's Enterprise Architecture (EA) submission to OMB. GovLoans.gov:  The July WebTrends report for GovLoans.gov show visits to the site has increased significantly since GovLoans was launched at the end of April, averaging 36,000/week for July.  The loan programs from the Small Business Administration on GovLoans.gov led the way in citizen visits, with more than 16,000/week for July.
