E-Gov/eLoans:  OMB sent guidance to the E-Gov managing partners stating E-Gov initiatives should have their FY04 MOUs signed by all partner agencies by October 29, 2003. Students.gov Interagency Website:  In September 2003, 222,549 visitors came to students.gov. (5.8 million hits).  This represents a seasonal slowdown typical for September, at 33% less visits than August, the same decline as in September 2002.
