Enterprise Architecture Integration -In FY02, EAI Release 3.0 will facilitate SFA’s commitment to EAI as middleware technology by enabling common data and business processes across disparate systems via reusable technologies:

· Newly built applications require core adapters to provide connectivity to

      EAI Bus, thereby, enabling data transmission across disparate systems.

· EAI ensures quality and availability of continued technical support.

· New tools further enhance the effectiveness of business processes.

eCampus Based - All Release 2.0 functionality may not be developed by the due date of December 15, 2001.  The Mod Partner has suggested splitting Release 2.0 into two components, with 2.0a to be delivered around December 15 and 2.0b to be delivered in late January 2002.  The initial reaction of the eCampus Based staff was that this split is unacceptable, and they would prefer to have remaining functionality delivered in one release, even if it would mean a delay in the release.  This delay will also impact the IV&V effort to an undetermined extent (it is being assessed), but would require an extension to the QA support contract.
