Enterprise Architecture (EA)/VDC Collaboration: The EA Team reached tentative agreement with VDC Operations (CSC) to use the Server (Design) Diagrams represented in the newly revamped Technology Infrastructure Blueprint for its Capacity Planning Review meetings and its Production Readiness Reviews.  These diagrams have been a key element of EA and they have been presented/approved by the Department Architecture Working Group.
