Students.gov:  

Weekly Activity:  Students.gov received 36,766 visits (814,000 hits) during the holiday week of November 23, 2003.  Visitors spent an average of 7.5 minutes on the site and looked at three web pages during the visit.  

Monthly Activity:  In November 2003, there were 190,025 visitors to students.gov (4.4 million hits) – a slight decline (6%) from the previous month.  November 2003 traffic was 198% higher than November 2002.  

InfoSource:  As of Monday, December 1, there were 13,551 subscribers to Students.gov “InfoSource”, a subscription service that highlights the features of students.gov.   The December edition was mailed on November 24.  Subscriptions to InfoSource are routed through a common interagency subscription service associated with GSA’s FirstGov website that includes 45 other cross-agency portal newsletters.
