GISRA Status: The FSA CIO privacy and security team is working with security officers in the FSA business units and the Department to comply with future GISRA goals.  (GISRA has now been renamed FISMA, Federal Information Security Management Act).  The FSA and Department progress reports to OMB were due on September 30, 2002, but have not been submitted because of a pending resolution of funding.  The Xacta C&A system (now called EDCAS) is being documented by FSA CIO and made ready for training (documentation involves security plan, risk assessment, contingency plan, configuration management plan, etc.) on January 15, 2003.  Contact person: Andrew Boots 202-377-3559
GAO System Integration Audit (GAO-03-241):  GAO delivered a draft audit to FSA for comment.  The audit assessed FSA’s progress on the implementation of the COD process.   The audit recommended that FSA establish a process to capture and disseminate lessons learned to schools; develop metrics and baseline data related to reduced costs, increased customer satisfaction, increased employee satisfaction, and increased financial integrity; and develop a tracking process to assess whether the goals are achieved.
