· Security Contract: Students.gov is working with IBM Business Consulting Services to handle site security issues and assure site security and compliance with GISRA (Government Information Security Reporting Act) requirements.  By the end of 2002, we will complete a revision/update of the current system security plan.

· Re-architecting/Minor Update:  With the successful implementation of the converted students.gov within the ITA environment, work has already begun on a minor re-architecting and update of the site to increase its capacity to accommodate the big increases in numbers of visitors over the last year and improve its front page structure.  The revisions will be completed and posted to students.gov by the end of January 2003.  
· AOL GovernmentGuide Collaboration:  January financial aid application feature -- working together with the Students Channel and Communications, students.gov has provided AOL’s GovernmentGuide with an outline of links and resources for them to use in a January feature on the Federal student aid application process.  Based on our past experience with GovernmentGuide features, we anticipate a large increase in visits to students.gov and the other featured sites.
