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User Acceptance Testing (UAT) Objectives

§ What User Acceptance Testing is…
• It is the execution of test scripts by end-users of the 

application.
• The purpose of UAT is to test the eZ-Audit system  to 

ensure that the application functions as intended - per the 
approved design.

§ What User Acceptance Testing is not …
• UAT is not training ( user manuals will be delivered as 

part of the application deployment )
• It is not intended as a vehicle to identify new 

requirements or suggest changes to the approved design 
of the eZ-Audit application ( mechanics for this too will be 
provided at the time of application deployment )
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UAT Scenarios – Institution Users

§ Each participant (depending on your Institution type) will execute 
one or more of the following scenarios:
• Annual Submission
• Initial Application/Reinstatement Submission
• Change in Ownership/Merger Submission
• Add new users (Institution Administrators)
