- If UNSUCCESSFUL, the original XML file is
  moved to /export/data/mqm/saig/errors. A copy
  is also sent to the error dataset at TSYS.

- Renames the file and moves it to

addMessage.sh  (EAIDIR/scripts/saig)

- Calls Java adapter
- Deletes the file
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putWrapper.sh  (EAIDIR/scripts/saig)

- Sweeps this input folder every minute, and calls
  addMessage.ksh  for each file it finds (waits 10 seconds
  between groups of 5 files, to avoid overloading bTrade)
- Uses /tmp/SAIGputlockfile to prevent multiple instances

java SAIGputMessages
- Compresses/sends the files to the appropriate mailbox
  using bTrade Java APIs
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- All GET/PUT activity is logged to
  EAIDIR/logfiles/eailog_YYYY_MM_DD.log
