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Detail Design Document: Request Duplicate SAR Page

1 Introduction

These are the common specifications for the Request Duplicate SAR page as part of the web
application, FAFSA on the Web. These specifications apply solely to the Request Duplicate SAR
page, as determined by 2001-2002 requirements.

2 Object Definitions
1. Class Definitions

2. PathController (Servlet)

This servlet isthe entry point to the application and controls the flow of navigation. The control of the
navigation is tightly controlled since the user must use the navigation of the page and can not use and
browser navigation. The PathController has the following properties and methods:

cINavState —thisis the object that records the navigation during the user’ session.
Methods
doGet — calls do Post
doPost
0 addsthe proper objects to the session object if the session is new
0 setsall the properties of the navstate object
0 sendsthe application to the correct controller (Apply or Signatureor ...)
init —this methods initializes the paths for the pages the first time it is accessed

isPageConsistent — checksto see if the page variable is available or sends them to the
inconsistent_pages page and explains to the user that they must stick to the pages navigation.

redr — Used to redirect to the page that is passed in as a parameter

3. NavState (Object)
Thisisthe object that holds the navigation variables for the user’s session. It has the following properties:

iAction — the action chosen by the user. List can be found in the appendix of this document.
iPage —the page ID. List found in the appendix of this document.

i SavedPage — the page id of the last page the user was on when they saved the application.

i Step — the step they were on when they saved the application.

szDetour —the detour flag.

szHelpURL — the path to the help file for the page.

szl anguage — either English or Spanish.

4. DupSARController (Servlet)

This servlet controls the flow of the duplicate SAR request process. . It usesthe nav state object to make
sure the navigation from the pages are used by the user at all times. The methods used are described below:

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doPost — this method retrieves the navstate and formCorctBean objects from the session and
creates the formCorctBean if necessary. It then checks the action requested by the user found in
the navstate and directs the user to the respective method to deal with the action with a switch
Statement.

next —this method moves the user to the next page in the process. It checks the page that the
user has come from and directs them to the correct method to process that page. It then directst
them to the next page.

noop — This method accepts the user when they are returning from the external PIN site. It
decrypts the stdata from the site, adds it to the formCorctBean and then directs the user to the
followupapp_SAR_1 page.

amethod to process each page that the user submits to the servlet.

5. Form Corct Bean (Object)

This abject contains the information about the answers to the questions that the user hasfilled out. It
extends the FormApplyBean and adds correction specific propertiesto it. The extra properties are
following:

Properties:
szCorrectionDate — This is the date of the correction attempt.

szTransNum — a nuber between 01 and 99. It separates the different attempts at corrections
that the user makes. The current correction would have the value 99.

szCloseTrans —thisis aflag that is tripped when the user gets close to the maximum allowed
transactions or attempts at the correction process.

szl ogicState — don't use — pass in an empty string

iHCTransNum —# of transaction entered by the user and retrieved by the database
szCorrectionSource — the source that the correction was entered in.

szl astTransaction — highest number of corrections in the database

szEntrySource — the source of the original data that was entered.

szDateAdded — the date that the correction was added to the main database

aCorrection —thisis an array of a specified size that contains the information if afiled has
been editted or not. Thisisimportant since the application will not resave if there have been
no changes. If there is an assumption made by the user it isincluded as a change.
