· Discussed upgrading to version Popkin System Architect 10. Dave Rice advised against moving to version 10.0 – as it is generally not a good idea to upgrade to a .0 release.

· This quarter, ED is focusing on (re)generating the relationships lost when converted P-Tech data to Popkin (tentative completion: September).

· Last quarter of the year, ED will focus on becoming more compatible with the FSA encyclopedia/repository.

· Future: ED/FSA discuss design of a "merged" repository. ED will look into creating a test "sandbox" on a server, where FSA can periodically promote its material.

· Do we need to create a physical data model? Can Embarcadero be used?
