Meeting Discussion Items:

· EA Content Schedule
· Rich distributed a project plan for the major activities being worked on in the months of August, September and October. 
· Areas of focus (with involvement from FSA): OMB Exhibit 53 and 300 submission, access to FEAMS, ED / FSA Documentation Integration, EA 2.0 Documentation release to OMB, Consolidated EA Ex 300, ED Popkin Compatibility with FSA
· Integrating EA Documentation
· Items discussed were: 

· What documents will FSA include in the September submission?

· How should we link ED’s documentation to FSA’s documentation in a way that leads to integration?

· Deb suggested that the documentation submitted in September would be very similar to the documentation submitted to OMB in June ’04. FSA’s documentation will be in ClearCase.

· The option of creating a consolidated release of ED / FSA documentation via the use of Rational ClearCase was discussed. The option of creating an ED VOB within the FSA ClearCase environment was discussed and adopted. Terry will request a new VOB to be created. Cindy will coordinate with the FSA EA Team on completing the documentation integration.
· The ED EA Team also discussed the idea of linking to the FSA EA Website (and specific documentation) from the ED EA Website. The FSA Team demonstrated the current FSA EA website. The ED Team needs to identify whether they have access to fsanet.ed.gov. Cindy to coordinate the documentation linkages.
· Conceptual Metamodel
· FSA and ED confirmed that we are using the same USRPROPS.txt.
· Further discussion will wait until Dave Rice completes the transfer of the PTech material into Popkin.
· Enterprise Standards Approach
· The ED EA Team directed the FSA Team to a spreadsheet (simplified version) on the ED EA Website.
· The ED EA Team advised FSA that they shared the combined ED / FSA Standards spreadsheet with Bob Leach (Ednet).
· Popkin Compatibility
· Dave Rice (ED EA Team from EA Frameworks) has not had an opportunity to review the FSA Popkin material.
· Review Summary of Service Component Based Architectures
· Rich discussed the process of reviewing the Service Component Based documentation and expectation for comments / questions by next week.
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
