In voice mail, if you don't want to hear

the list of your email messages, new messages,
etc., press 1 and it will skip to your first voice
mail message.

The 2nd line on your phone (6000 or

7000 series):

- You can call out anywhere on the 2nd

line, but

- You can't receive an OUTSIDE call on your
2nd line. So, don't give it to friends as an
alternate number to reach you. This line was
designed to allow you to pick up a 2nd incoming
call if you are engaged in a call on the st line.
- If you are on the 1st line and the 2nd line
blinks, and you don't pick up the 2nd line, it
will go to voice mail.

To access your voice mail from home, call your
new work phone number (202) 377-____ . After
the greeting, press * and follow the instructions.
Enter your voice mail password. Your code is your
extension.
