Colorado Governor Renews Call For Higher Education Vouchers 
The Boulder News (1/9, Morgan) reports, "Gov. Bill Owens got plenty of applause from both sides of the aisle when he delivered his State of the State address Thursday. But Boulder's lawmakers were sitting on their hands when Owens outlined his plans for both K-12 and higher education. Lawmakers were especially pessimistic about Owens' plans for higher education, which would have a major impact on the state's flagship institution, the University of Colorado. Owens urged lawmakers to revive his proposed College Opportunity Fund, a plan that died last year. Under the proposal, money that now goes directly to universities and colleges would be given to individual students to spend where they please -- including some private universities." 

Missouri Lawmaker Recommends Guaranteed Tuition For Completion Of Degree 
The St Louis Post-Dispatch (1/9, Thomson) reports, "Where Illinois led, Missouri may follow. A bill before the Legislature this session would require Missouri's public universities to guarantee students the same tuition rate -- no increases allowed -- over the 'customary time' it takes to complete their degrees. For most programs that time is four years. Sen. Harold Caskey, D-Butler, the bill's sponsor, said the state's deep budget cuts of the past two or three years and the resulting steep increases in state college tuition prompted his bill." Caskey "said he came up with the idea on his own, unaware of the Illinois law."
