The Portsmouth Herald (3/29, Adler) reports, "A group of 30 current and former teachers from the Seacoast area have signed a petition calling for the ouster of U.S. Education Secretary Rod Paige, who has been under fire for his unwillingness to tinker with the No Child Left Behind law and his description of an influential teachers union a 'terrorist organization.' 'This clown calls into question the patriotism of people who are responsible for the future of kids,' William Hagner, 69, said of Paige, a former superintendent of schools in Houston. The petition was started by the Campaign for America's Future, a progressive think tank, and made available to teachers and parents through the Web site moveon.org." Paige "is credited as an originator of ideas leading to the No Child Left Behind Act, the landmark educational reform law that has been heavily criticized both for its tough requirements on teachers and less-than-promised funding."
