Paige Announces $1 Million Grant For HBCUs. The AP (7/26) reports, "U.S. Secretary of Education Rod Paige announced a new $1 million grant to help historically black colleges. Paige, who addressed a seminar of the National Association for Equal Opportunity in Higher Education on Sunday night, said the federal grant will help colleges enhance operations, better train senior executives and improve institutional governance. Paige said President Bush is a strong supporter of the financial development of historical black colleges and universities. 'Education is one of the president's most powerful domestic issues,' he said." Paige added that "more minority teachers are desperately needed." 
The Beaufort Gazette (7/26, Valdiviez) reports, "Hilton Head Island -- Calling it 'a necessary action to help historically black colleges continue on the path to excellence,' Rod Paige, the nation's first black education secretary, announced here Sunday the launch of a $1 million grant to help the effort. Paige, who addressed a seminar of the National Association for Equal Opportunity in Higher Education on Sunday night at the Hilton Head Marriott Beach & Golf Resort, said the federal grant will help colleges enhance operations, better train senior executives, and improve institutional governance. The seminar will run through Saturday. Other notable speakers scheduled to speak include Alphonso Jackson, U.S. Secretary of Housing and Urban Development, and comedian Bill Cosby." Paige "believes education is a civil right, like the right to vote or to be treated equally. In that case, he said, historical black colleges and universities have been pivotal in the struggle for equality because many of the teachers in urban areas come from those schools. But while efforts have been made to prepare more minority teachers, they are needed more desperately now than before, he said." And "William Harvey, chairman of the board for the National Association for Equal Opportunity and a Hilton Head Island resident, said Paige's participation at the seminar is a coup."

University Of Iowa Receives $5 Million Grant To Study Reading Program. The AP (7/23) reports, "University of Iowa will get more than five million dollars to study a reading program the school created. The U.S. Department of Education is giving the university the money to research the 'Breakthrough to Literacy' program. The reading program was created more than two decades ago. It has helped more than 167,000 children across the nation with writing, sentences, syllables and sounds." 
Michigan Private Universities To Raise Tuition 6.1 Percent, But Some Say Rising Financial Aide Will Help. The AP (7/26) reports, "Michigan's 47 private colleges and universities are raising tuition an average of 6.1 percent to $15,859 this fall as public universities restrain tuition under pressure from Lansing." And "Edward Blews Jr., president of the Association of Independent Colleges and Universities of Michigan, said a number of factors are driving up tuition rates. They include new technology, an increased need for institutional student aid and personnel costs." But "tuition increases can make the cost increase seem worse than it is, according to the National Association of Independent College and University State Executives. That is because financial aid is growing even faster -- 11 percent in 2002-03 and 15 percent in 2003-04."
